Resource Corner: ProQuest Historical Newspapers 

Did you know that the Library’s current home in the Original Building was 

formerly a department store? It certainly explains the escalators! Kann’s 

opened their Virginia Square store in 1951 and was famous for having a 

“circus wagon” entertain children while shoe shopping.  

When   When searching the Historic Washington Post collection through 
tǊƻvǳŜǎǘΩǎ IƛǎǘƻǊƛŎŀƭ bŜǿǎǇŀǇŜǊ 5ŀǘŀōŀǎŜ for Kann and “Virginia Square” 
you can find evidence of the building’s interesting past life. I discovered 
several articles on the old department store that revealed the historic 
nature of the building. Kann’s was one of the first stores in Virginia to 
desegregate its lunch counters, while it was still a legal practice in the rest 
of the state.
